What are the key supply side partnership opportunities represented here at this summit?

Demand

What are the key demand side components that will drive the commercial space industry?

Who are the key demand side organizations and what are they looking for? 
What are the key demand side partnership opportunities represented here at this summit?

Investment

What are the key investment opportunities that will drive the commercial space industry?

Who are the key investment side organizations and what are they looking to invest in?
What are the key investment partnership opportunities that are represented here at this summit?
